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Chairman Bob Moffatt opened the meeting opened in the cus-
tomary manner with the singing of the Island Hymn, Rotary 
Grace and a toast to Her Majesty the Queen. 

Dale Mader conducted Happy Dollars, announcing that contri-
butions to the Food Bank would be accepted next week as well. 
He also pointed out that the Food Bank accepts cash donations.  

Secretary, Charlotte Comrie reviewed the minutes from last 
year s AGM which took place on Dec. 6/07 for the fiscal year

June 30/06. (Note, this AGM is for the fiscal year 

July 1/06  June 30/07). She noted that there is no business aris-
ing from the minutes. Charlotte moved acceptance of the minutes 
as presented verbally. Seconded by Lloyd MacLeod, the minutes 
were approved as presented.

There were no guests of Ro-
tary. 

President Bob Moffatt presented his report. He extended get 
well greetings to Ken MacKenzie, Harry Kennedy and Roger 
Craig.

He indi-
cated that he was leaving the Board, leaving room for a new di-
rector. Ron Profit is nominated to the Board, as incoming director 
and secretary. All other Directors: Larry Sider, Millie 
MacKenzie, Charlotte Comrie, Bob Moffatt, Jim Travers, Bud 
Whelan, Kent Cox, Craig Bradley, Edna Reid, Ken Gillis are re-

turning. Dave asked for nominations from the floor three times. 
Jim Macnutt moved that nominations be closed. There being no 
additional nominations, Ron Profit was elected to the Board of 
Directors.  

The incoming officers are: Bob Moffatt will become Past Presi-
dent, Ken Gillis  President, Charlotte Comrie  President Elect, 
Craig Bradley  Treasurer and Ron Profit  Secretary. 

Dave then provided the Donations Committee report reviewing 
the applications from last year. He noted the Donations policy is 
now under review. One of the Committee members observations 
is that they approve funding for many small projects, but have no 
large one. 

Millie MacKenzie provided her report on Club Service A com-
mittees. She noted the work of the Attendance and Registration 
committee, co-chaired by Daphne Dumont and Lorne Moase.

Bud 
noted he is chair of Fellowship. He thanked all chairs for their 
work. 

In Edna s (Club Service C) absence, Phillip Floyd provided a 
Membership Committee report noting that the joint Initiation 
night for Rotarian prospects is Mar. 12. He encouraged each Ro-
tarian to bring along a potential new member. It will take place at 
the Charlottetown Hotel. 

Gary Scales, presented the report of the Easter Seals committee, 
a committee of Community Service A, overseen by director Larry 
Sider. Gary provided a brief update of the events scheduled for 
the rest of the campaign. He noted the excellent choice of Sonja 
Walker as our ambassador. Gary also explained that this year, 
donations may be made on line, and tax receipts will be generated 
electronically. The new website is: eastersealspei.com. He also 
noted that Elizabeth Noonan is leaving as coordinator after being 
with Easter Seals for five years. 

Kent Cox provided the report for Community Service B. He 
noted that the chair of the Seniors Committee is George Mac-

He also commented on the 
Gordon Avard Award and the Seniors Gold Cup viewing stands. 
Kent thanked Ivan Morrison for his work on the Transportation 
Committee. Kent then noted that the Environment Committee is 
relatively dormant and that he is hoping to be able to re-vitalize 
it. 

Jim Travers presented the report for International Service. He 
noted that Ken Gillis chairs the Youth Exchange Committee, and 
that we had three students for the fall this year. Jim also encour-
aged contributions to the Rotary International Foundation.  

Vocational Service was reported on by Ken Gillis. He thanked 
Carl Willis for his excellent work on Scholarships. Ken noted that 
next year, Ken Ezeard will chair this committee. Ken also paid 
tribute to the excellent work of Tony Sosnkowski for our  Re-
membrance Day services. Tony has agreed to steer the Remem-
brance Day Committee next year too.  

Ken Gillis moved acceptance of the reports, seconded by Bud, 
and carried with no dissensions.

Bob 
noted that February is World Understanding month in the Rotary 
calendar. On Sept. 17, 2007 RI president Wilf Wilkinson pre-
sented Paul Harris fellows during his visit to PEI. Unfortunately, 
Richard Veinot, a past director, a past president and a dedicated 
committee member with our Club, was unable to attend the meet-
ing. Bob presented the Paul Harris fellow to Richard Veinot to-
day. 

Diane Griffin, Catholic Family Services Bureau was presented 
a cheque by Bob Moffatt. She indicated the cheque will be used 
to publish a children s book on anxiety.  There were 64 Rotarians 
present, or 75%, with 3 scooters.  

Jim Travers then introduced our guest speaker, Dr. Richard Ku-
rial, Dean of Arts and history professor at UPEI and author. Dr. 
Kurial has had a varied and accomplished background. His pres-
entation was on the difference between a primary and a caucus in 
the US presidential election process. He spoke of the importance 
of Super Tuesday in the entire process. As well, Dr. Kurial pro-
vided some insight into the complexities of the American election 
process, including the Electoral College and the House of Repre-
sentatives.  

Perhaps one of his most interesting points was that no new de-
mocracy had ever copied the US process. In fact, the Electoral 
College has been described as the greatest democratic weakness 
of the political system in the US by a large percentage of Ameri-
cans. He also noted that in spite of repeated calls for reform of 
the Electoral College, it hasn t taken place. Change in the system 
is difficult to achieve given the way it is structured and the voting 
process itself. 

When considering the way the election will play out, he noted 
that John McCain, the Republican front-runner is likely to stay 
the front-runner, and is able to focus his campaign on promoting 
his platform and responding to the Democrats. The Democrats, 
Senators Clinton and Obama on the other hand, must address 
their campaigns to promoting themselves, and responding to each 
other and Sen. McCain. Dr. Kurial then responded to questions 
from Rotarians and guests.  

Co-chair Dave Lopes then thanked Dr. Kurial, and indicated a 
book would be presented to Prince St. Elementary School library 
in honor of his presentation to our Club today.  

The meeting concluded with the singing of O Canada.
