H
commented on the government’s position on patronage and ex-
plained that it is essential that PEI have an experienced end
fessional civil service.

He went on to say that the opportunities for improvement
clude the need to make decisions to improve situations in the
term. Decisions should not be made only to improve the sho
term. His government will be working to keep young people ¢
the Island with jobs, and to attract immigrants.

In closing he once again thanked Rotarians for their comr
ment to community and for inviting him to speak.
