Chair Edna Reid then introduced guest speaker Phil
Matiusewicz, executive director of Transition House. Edna
noted Phil’s long history and significant contribution to the
social services and department of health in the government
of PEI. She also described his history of involvement in
community organizations, often in leadership positions.

Phil spoke about family violence and the four agencies
that deal with it on PEI; East Prince Family Violence Group,
West Prince Family Violence Group, Eastern PEI Family
Violence Prevention Service and Transition House. His talk
dealt with three areas, restructuring of these groups, the
challenges being experienced by those working in family
violence and the program areas being offered.

Within the last two years considerable work has been
done to restructure the organization, in order to make it
more effective, and to use limited resources more effec-
tively. With the restructuring a new governance model was
also approved. Programs are a challenge as the demo-
graphics of the user of the family violence services is
changing. There are more immigrant women, older women
and much younger women. Each group requires different
services. Outreach programs are province wide. Counsel-
ors carry a caseload of up to 25 clients. A significant need
is second stage housing that is affordable and secure. Phil
emphasized that 48% of those experiencing spousal abuse
do not contact services.

Co-chair Tom DeBlois thanked our speaker and indi-
cated that a library book is being provided to West Royalty
school in honour of his presentation.

The meeting concluded with the singing of O’Canada.
