Chairman Bud Whelan welcomed Rotarians and guests 
who were in attendance. The meeting commenced with the 
singing of the Island Hymn, Rotary Grace and a toast to the 
Queen.

Grace 
comes from a marketing background in Charlottetown and 
Toronto. She became ED in January of 2008. Ms. Kimpin-
ski noted that Child Find is a not for profit, dependent on 
donations and a variety of fundraising events. The mission 
is to help find missing children and to prevent the exploita-
tion of children. In 2006, just over 60,000 children went 
missing in Canada. She noted that May is national Missing 
Children s month and encouraged Rotarians to wear the 
Green Ribbons of Hope that she left at each place setting.  
Grace described some of the programs her organization of-
fers to prevent the exploitation of children. She noted that 
all programs are aimed at reducing the risk of victimization. 
All Child Find services are free. The organization works 
with other organizations in Canada and the US. 

Co-Chair Phil Floyd thanked Grace for her presentation 

and noted that a book will be provided to an elementary 
school in Charlottetown in honour of her presentation to-
day. 

The meeting concluded with the singing of O Canada.
