 Kerri Sutherland and Diane Birt were the 
Club s guest speakers for August 25th, address-
ing Career Development Services.  The presenta-
tion included: outlining the services and staff pro-
vided by CDS, including their Resource Center 
(labor market info, etc), career development prac-
titioner services (tools to become self sufficient in 
job search) and career counseling services 
(holistic, comprehensive process to facilitate ca-
reer and educational decision making with re-
spect to all aspects of an individual); and the fu-
ture plan to expand from their federal contract 
funding to private contracts with local businesses.
