Nelson Hagerman Chaired the meeting with Edna
Reid as Sargent-of-Arms and Tom DeBlois as Song
Leader.

Vice-President Charlotte Comrie extended get well
wishes to Ira Lewis, Ken MacKenzie, Al Rodd, Roger
Craig and Wilson Ross.

Chair, Hagerman introduced our Guest Speaker,
Dr. Brian MacMillan. Dr. Brian MacMillan spoke on
Holland College (HC). He indicated that the College is
vital engine for PEI's economy, adding skilled work
force on the cutting edge, providing $201 Million to the
Island economy and having an annual $46 Million op-
erating budget (40% from provincial and federal gov-
ernments). Approximately 94% of graduates are em-
ployed in the first year; HC has 7,000 students and
500 staff in 65 full time programs located on 6 major
campuses and 8 adult education centers across PEI
(it would need several large city blocks if all in 1 loca-
tion);

The student ratio of 56/44% for male/females at
HC, is opposite of what is occurring at universities.
Holland College focuses on innovation, being entre-
preneurial and being very competitive for attracting
students, which means the programs must constantly
be examined and adapted. The programs line up with
the provincial government’'s commitment to IT, bio-
sciences and other innovations (e.g. food product de-
velopment and adult learning).

The students come from nearly 60 countries with
35-40% being from out of province; 37% of HC stu-
dents upon entering have some post secondary edu-
cation. Dr. MacMillan forecast a bright future for the
College.

Co-Chair Albert Fogarty thanked Dr. MacMillan
and stated that HC has been the best kept secret on
PEI and is on the cutting edge responding to the mar-
ket place.

Dale Mader announced only 2 tickets left for Din-
ner Auction and recommended that the Board give all
proceeds to Polio Plus (instead of the first $1,000).
Charlotte encouraged Rotarians to indicate their Com-
mittee preference by signing up for Committees; and
on the upcoming GSE and arranging tours.

Presentations were made on Rotarian of the Month
for March, 2009 to Sandra MacKay and for April,
2009, to Peter Boswall. Thanks were extended to Na-
tasha Gautier for her notable contributions and the
membership was informed of her resignation due to
moving our of province

A donation was made to Jan Rankin-Collie for Kids
Count.

Bush Dumville introduced our Guest Speaker, Mat-
thew Hogan. Mr. Hogan spoke on paramedics service
on PEI and his comments included: the Paramedic
Association of PEI represents 80 members with objec-
tives to advocate for patients and for the paramedic
profession.

There are paramedics in ground and air ambu-
lances, and there are industrial, emergency room and

community paramedics. There are three paramedic
