Martina addressed the meeting to accept the
award. She thanked her supporters and fellow volunteers and
told a frog story which caused the audience to erupt in
laughter and applause.

Dr. David Keenlyside gave his classification talk and told
of the Heritage Museum, founded in 1971 with Catherine
Hennessey as the 1% Executive Director. David manages 7
museums across PEI, including the Orwell Historic Site in
which Martina has been involved as a volunteer.

In addition they assist some 30 other museums across PEI
with 13 full-time and 20 part-time employees plus about 31
students for the summer. They have total revenue of about
$1.5 million, consisting of $500,000 from the Province with
the rest from gate receipts etc. They aso depend on many
volunteers. He mentioned a recent initiative called “ Charting
the Course” which looked at heritage preservation on PEI and
made a number of recommendations; 1) Develop a heritage
strategy to better integrate projects and ongoing work; 2)
Establish a Provincial Museum with a central location. Last
November Minister Carolyn Bertram announced the
government’ scommitment to establishing just that; 3) Include
archiveswith the museum (currently the archivesare storedin
the Coles building).
