She noted that
there have been 80 types of dementia identified, of
which Alzheimer’s is the most common, and vascular
dementia being the second most common. She
emphasized that it is important to know the type of
dementia being experienced, in order to provide the

best treatment and support systems. She stated tha
there are currently approximately 2,200 Islanders
diagnosed with dementia, of which 450 are under the
age of 65. 64% of those diagnosed are women.
Based on current trends and demographics, it is
projected that these numbers will double by the yea
2038. If prevention steps such as an increase in
physical activity are undertaken, the short term
impact (year 2018) could be 30 cases annually being
averted, and a delay in onset of symptoms averted i
a further 110 cases. Corrine outlined a numbehef
programs and services which are available to the
community to provide support to those sufferingrro
dementia and their caregivers, including family
resource counseling services, support groups,
resource materials, and the “Safely Home
Campaign”, which provides for a North American
database to assist those who may be “wondering” to
be returned safely home. Her key take away points
are that caregivers need the community’s support,
and that a program of early recognition and
prevention will have a positive effect. She
encouraged people to talk about their experiersees,
that others will be more willing to come forwardo-
Chair Phillip Floyd thanked Bob Moffat for his
presentation, and congratulated Corrine for her
presentation and the work done by the Society lp he
those suffering from dementia, and their caregivers
The meeting concluded with the singing of O
Canada.
